Dear Parents and Carers, 

I hope you and your child/children have all had a relaxing half term and that they are looking forward to 
getting back to school! We are really looking forward to seeing you all and hearing about your half term. 

Drop off/Pick Up 
 
The KS1 gate will be open at 8.35am. Please bring your child straight to the red double doors where their 
teacher will be waiting for them. The KS1 gate will then be opened at 3:10pm and the children will be 
collected from the red double doors at 3.15pm.  

 
History 
 
In History this term, we are learning about The Great Fire of London! We will be 
exploring why the fire started, how it was able to spread so quickly and what 
the King did to help. We will also be comparing life back then in 1666 to our 
lives today. 

Science 
 
In Science, we will be learning about living things and their habitats. We will be building on our 
knowledge of the different groups of animals such as mammals, amphibians, fish, reptiles and birds and 
exploring what characteristics and features each group of animal has. We will be learning about food 
chains, and discovering which animals are alive, dead or never been alive. 
 
Reading and Phonics 
 
The children will be taught daily phonics using our fantastic scheme Little Wandle 
Letters and Sounds Revised. The children will come home with their phonics 
books on a Friday, and these will include sounds that your child has learnt, and 
they will have shared the book with an adult in school before they bring it home. 
As a result of this, your child should be able to read it independently. Please 
return these books the following Friday. In addition to the phonics book, they will 
also take home a ‘sharing’ book that they will not be able to read independently 
and is designed to be shared with a grown-up. They may, of course, choose to 
read something they have at home for this instead. Sharing books will be changed 
on a Monday and Wednesday. 

Every child will have a ‘Home School Record’ with their reading books for yourself to record when your 
child has read. Dojo points are awarded for daily reading, but only if the home school record is signed. If 
the home school record is not signed, or if the book is not returned to school, your child will not be able 
to choose a different book. 

From this term, some children in Year 2 will begin spelling and reading fluency lessons in place of 
phonics. Those children will bring home their reading book every 2 weeks. More information about our 
spelling and fluency scheme can be found on our website, and there will be workshops held in 
December to support you with this.

We encourage drinking water 
regularly so please send your child in with fresh water every day in their named water bottle.
